	Prices varied slightly from last month. At garages Higher Octane rose by 0.7p per litlre (3.2p per gallon), Unleaded by 0.3p per litre (1.3p per gallon), Diesel stayed the same. At supermarkets Higher Octane rose by 0.2p per litre (0.9p per gallon), Unleaded fell by 0.4p per litre ( 1.8p per gallon), Diesel fell by 1.5p per litre (6.8p per gallon).    


The national average price for LPG is 38.31p per litre.
