At Supermarkets Higher Octane rose by 2.6p per litre (11.8p per gallon), Unleaded by 2.2p per litre (10p per gallon), and Diesel by 2.5p per litre (11.3p per gallon).  


The national average price for LPG is 38.80p per litre.
