FUEL PRICE REPORT – APRIL 2006

The price of crude oil has risen sharply from $63 a barrel in mid March to $72.4 on 18 April and this increase is leading to significantly higher prices at the pump.   All eyes were on the Chancellor’s budget on 22 March to see if he would increase fuel duty, however the good news was that he froze duty until at least September and duty has now remained unchanged since October 2003.

Unleaded rose from 90.0p a litre in March to 94.6.  Diesel also rose, by 3.5p to 97.8.  The differential between unleaded and diesel fell from 4.3p to 3.3p a litre.
East Anglia and Wales shared the highest price for Unleaded at 95.1 a litre.  Prices in the South West were only slightly lower at 95.0p.  The North West continued to be the cheapest at 94.0p per litre followed by Northern Ireland at 94.1p.  Wales had the highest Diesel price at 98.3p a litre with the North West again having the lowest at 97.1p.

Supermarket prices for Unleaded went up by 5.8p a litre.
LPG prices fell slightly by 0.3p with Supermarket prices also falling by 0.7p.
Overseas prices have also increased in line with crude oil prices.  The UK now has the 6th highest Unleaded price in Europe.
