FUEL PRICE REPORT – AUGUST 2006

Continuing conflict and uncertainties in the Middle East, together with a cut in oil production by BP in its Alaskan oil fields drove crude oil prices to around $78.64 a barrel in early August.   Prices hit an all-time high during the past month (Unleaded - 98.5 ppl, Diesel - 99.7 ppl) but have fallen slightly during the past few days.
Unleaded prices have risen since last month by 0.7p per litre (ppl) to 98.2p.  Diesel prices have also risen, by 0.4 ppl, to 99.5p.  The price difference between Unleaded and Diesel has fallen to 1.3ppl.

Wales has recorded the highest price for Unleaded at 99.0p, with Northern Ireland next at 98.6p. The North West continues to record the lowest price at 97.9p, followed by London at 98.0p.  Northern Ireland continues to see the highest Diesel prices at 100.0p, the first region to ever reach £1 a litre, followed by Scotland at 99.9p.  The North West again has the cheapest Diesel at 99.1p.

Supermarket prices for Unleaded remained unchanged from July at 96.7ppl.  The gap between supermarket prices and the UK average has widened to 1.5ppl (last month the difference was 0.8ppl).  This reflects the drop in pump prices by one major supermarket over last weekend.
Overseas prices have also generally risen in line with crude oil prices.  The UK still has the 5th highest unleaded price in Europe.
