FUEL PRICE REPORT – JANUARY  2006

Unleaded increased by 1.7p a litre to 89.4p taking it back over £4 a gallon.   (One year ago, unleaded petrol was almost 10p a litre cheaper at 79.6p).   Diesel increased by 1.2p a litre to 93.5p.

Continuing strong global demand for oil and international concern over Iran’s nuclear programme have pushed oil prices over $60 a barrel since early January.  These prices are not expected to reduce in the short term.  

East Anglia has the highest price of Unleaded at 90p a litre.   Wales and the South West are just below at 89.8p a litre.   Scotland and the North West have the cheapest at 88.8p per litre.   Wales has the highest diesel price at 94.2p a litre and the North West has the lowest at 93p a litre.  

Supermarket prices went up by a higher amount - Unleaded and Diesel are 87.8p a litre and 91.8p a litre respectively, an increase of 1.8p and 1.6p over last month.    

LPG went up by 1.8p with Supermarket prices increasing by 3.3p.

Overseas prices have also increased and the UK still has the 4th highest Unleaded prices in Europe.
