FUEL PRICE REPORT – MARCH  2006

Prices at the pump have remained virtually unchanged since last month, although the price of crude oil has fluctuated between $60 and $64 a barrel.  Fuel duty has remained unchanged since October 2003 and with prices being about 8p per litre higher than March 2005, it is hoped that the Chancellor will continue to freeze fuel duty in his Budget on 22 March.

Unleaded was unchanged from February at 90.0p a litre.  Diesel rose slightly by 0.2p to 94.3

East Anglia continues to have the highest price for Unleaded at 90.5p a litre.    Prices in Wales and the South West were slightly lower at 90.3p.  The North West had the cheapest at 89.2p a litre. Northern Ireland had the highest diesel price at 95.1p a litre and the North West has the lowest at 93.5p a litre.  

Supermarket prices for unleaded and diesel remained the same as in February.

LPG rose very slightly by 0.1p with Supermarket prices also rising 0.1p  

Overseas prices have in general also remained stable with the majority of countries showing prices unchanged. The UK now has the 5th highest Unleaded prices in Europe.
