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FUEL PRICE REPORT APRIL 2007

Crude oil prices have been rising since the beginning of the year and have reached nearly $69 a barrel.  Fuel prices at the pump have risen sharply this month.  In his Budget of 21 March, the Chancellor increased fuel duty by 2 pence per litre, effective from October this year.  
Unleaded prices have risen per litre by 3.3ppl to 92.8 ppl.  Diesel prices have also increased, by 2.4ppl to 95.1ppl.  The price difference between Unleaded and Diesel has fallen to 2.3ppl.

Wales recorded the highest price for Unleaded at 93.7 ppl with the South West next at  93.2 ppl. The North West and London  recorded the lowest price at  92.5 ppl, followed by South East, Yorkshire and Humberside and East Midlands at 92.7 ppl.  Wales also recorded the highest Diesel prices at 95.7ppl, followed by Northern Ireland, Scotland and South West at 95.5ppl.  The North West again has the cheapest Diesel at 94.5ppl.

Supermarket prices for Unleaded have risen  to 91.2 ppl.  The gap between supermarket prices and the UK average for Unleaded has fallen to 1.6ppl (last month the difference was 2.3 ppl).  

Overseas prices have also generally risen.  The UK has the fifth highest Unleaded price in Europe.
