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FUEL PRICE REPORT FEBRUARY 2007

Crude oil prices have risen slightly over the last month from $53 and now trade at around $58 a barrel.  This price was last seen in October 2006.  Overall, however fuel prices at the pump have fallen this month. 
Unleaded prices have fallen by 0.6p per litre to 86.9ppl.  Diesel prices have also decreased, by 1.2ppl to 90.9ppl.  The price difference between Unleaded and Diesel has fallen to 4.0ppl.

Northern Ireland and Wales recorded the highest price for Unleaded at 87.4ppl with the South West next at 87.2ppl. The North West continues to record the lowest price at 86.4.ppl, followed by Yorkshire and Humberside at 86.6ppl.  Northern Ireland also recorded the highest Diesel prices at 91.7ppl, followed by Wales at 91.6ppl.  The North West again has the cheapest Diesel at 90.1ppl.

Supermarket prices for Unleaded stayed virtually static over the month falling by 0.1ppl to 85.7ppl.  The gap between supermarket prices and the UK average for Unleaded has fallen to 1.2ppl (last month the difference was 1.7ppl).  

Overseas prices have also generally fallen.  The UK has the sixth highest Unleaded price in Europe.
