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FUEL PRICE REPORT MARCH 2007

Crude oil prices have risen from around $58 a barrel at the middle of February to just under $61 a barrel by the middle of March.  All eyes will now be on Gordon Brown to see whether he decides to increase fuel duty in what will be his last Budget as Chancellor of the Exchequer on 21 March.

Nationally, Unleaded prices have risen by 2.6p per litre to 89.5ppl.  Diesel prices have also increased, by 1.8ppl to 92.7ppl.  The price difference between Unleaded and Diesel has fallen from 4.0ppl in February to 3.2ppl in March.

The South West recorded the highest price for Unleaded at 90.5ppl followed by Northern Ireland and Wales at 90.2ppl. Unusually, London and the South East recorded the lowest price at 89.2ppl.  Northern Ireland recorded the highest Diesel prices at 93.6ppl, followed by Wales at 93.4ppl.  The North West and Yorkshire and Humberside has the cheapest Diesel at 92.2ppl.

Supermarket prices for Unleaded also rose over the month by 1.5ppl to 87.2ppl.  The gap between supermarket prices and the UK average for Unleaded has increased to 2.3ppl (last month the difference was 1.2ppl).  

Overseas prices have also generally risen.  The UK has the fifth highest Unleaded price in Europe.
